  As I write this, we are already ending a monumental month in America’s his-
tory: an assassination attempt the likes of which we have not witnessed since 1981, 
coupled with the end of a sitting president’s campaign for reelection.

A lot is at stake, without doubt, and 
for virtually every American it is a time of uncertainty 
and, for many, fear. 
 

 Whatever side you take in this once-in-a-generation battle for the rudder to 
America’s course, our constant needs to be the hope expressed in our faith in the 
Kingdom of Christ.  His is a kingdom which has outlasted kings and queens, presi-
dents and premiers, good and bad, throughout the centuries.  No matter what this 
year’s elections bring, no matter what the years ahead look like, our hope is in Jesus 
Christ.  And his will triumphs in the end.  Always. 
 

Psalm 22 says: “All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn to the 
Lord, and all the families of the nations shall worship before you.  For kingship be-
longs to the Lord, and he rules over the nations.” 
 

 “Kingship belongs to the Lord.”  Whoever is in charge of us answers to a high-
er power, whether they recognize it or not.  And our prayers and our faith, coupled 
with the love and the justice of God, bring all evil into submission with time.  
Whatever side you’re on, whoever wins in November, Christ remains King, and his 
will is final. 
 

 I started out in politics, working on “the Hill;” working in campaigns; writing 
articles, speeches, and press releases.  I still find it all very fascinating.  But God 
convinced me that politics is not the way to change the world – the world has its 
ups and downs, but people only change when God is involved.  So take heart in 
2024.  We are under the rule of a much higher power, and someday, “All the ends 
of the earth shall remember and turn to the Lord.”
